Goal:

Building capacity and empowering the policy makers, practitioners and parents to advocate for and actively participate in development of rightful society through educational system based on children’s rights and social justice and combat prejudices and every form of discrimination and oppression in education.

Context and background
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For more than a decade, number of international and local NGO’s in ex-Yugoslavia countries investing their resources and efforts in improving access and quality of education for every child, especially children from marginalized and vulnerable groups. However, many problems and issues remain the same for number of reasons. Some of them, like increasing poverty, unemployment and social exclusion become nowadays not just cause bust also the result of such situation within education system. Political tensions, discrimination of minorities and ethnic division is still present and even increased recently, especially in Bosnia and Herzegovina, Macedonia and Kosovo. Children are objects (bus also becoming subjects) of discrimination and segregation; violence and bulling increased, children are separated based on their origin and long term effects of such education systems present “threat for the future security within a Region” (Alan Smith, 2009). However, majority of the countries in this area, have good legislation, based on Convention of child’s rights, that lead us to the conclusion, that one of the key issue are processes of implementation of those laws – huge gap between policies and practice.

In the same time, there is a lack of coordination among civil society organizations, limited resources and capacities have not been used in a way to assure synergy of actions, there are no clear focus and consensus about goals and priorities. Local NGO’s become more and more donor driven, fragmentized, with poor professional capacities and knowledge about basic concepts of social justice, and best practices and policies. Parents and teachers are not connected and organized in the way that will allow them to become agents of change and play important role in education reforms.

Activities conducted 

Initiative for Righteous Education System started and CEI Step by Step contributed in formulating overall goals of the Initiative and relevant messages and actions. 

In 2008, the UNICEF, Office for Bosnia and Herzegovina, Save the Children Norway, Regional Office for South East Europe and Open Society Fund BH, agreed to unite their efforts and jointly initiate a Campaign for a Righteous Education System in Bosnia and Herzegovina with a view to ensuring conditions for equal access to a quality education for all children, as well as the development of an education system that will be inclusive and that will contribute to the process of social cohesion of the BH society.

For the initiators of the Initiative the definition of RIGHTEOUS EDUCATION fundamentally involves a commitment of a society to a fully accountable education system which provides quality for all children. 

The overall goals of the Initiative are: 
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1) To inform and mobilize the public and educational actors around  the problem of discrimination in schools and its consequences on children and society in general,  

2) To advocate for concrete measures that would address inequality and improve the quality of education, 

and one of the specific goals is:

3) To identify, build consensus and engage a diverse groups of organizations and individuals in the strategic Coalition to take part in the above addressed and specifically and beyond 2010 monitor education reform implementation;

Established common agreement to focus on five key areas within educational system in BiH
Bosnia and Herzegovina need to everything what is necessary  in order to ensure each child’s rights to:
· Equal access and equal chances for success and development of full potentials of each child, regardless his/her’s socio-economic status, abilities, ethnic and religious background, etc.

· In order to fulfill above rights it is necessary to ensure efficient and rational financing in education as well as full accountability and monitoring system of implementation of laws and adjusting laws on the level of entities and cantons to International conventions and declarations.

Formed Coalition for Righteous Education System

As a part of Initiative, and with coordination role of CEI Step by Step,  29 civil society organization and number of professionals, parents and other individuals, joined the forces and created Coalition, devoting their knowledge, experience and resources to the mutual goal. 

First meeting of representatives of civil society was conducted in June 2010 in order to establish Coalition, explore opportunities for effective use of each other’s strengths and expertise, discuss main goals and objectives and develop action plan. 

Organized Regional Conference: Closing gap between policy and practice – role of education in building righteous society with the goal to: 
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build capacity and empower the policy makers, practitioners and parents to advocate for and actively participate in development of rightful society through educational system based on children’s rights and social justice and combat prejudices and every form of discrimination and oppression in education.
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Conference brought together more than 200 Coalition members, professionals, practitioners, parents, students and policy makers, and provided opportunity to share main Initiative goals, send messages to wider audience, bring and empower new allies and partners and plan long term advocacy actions.
